[image: ]If you are a volunteer from Bulgaria in Slovenia you will notice how much things will be different and strange for you. Let’s start from the language: Pretty soon you will hear the replic “Ti si kmet” sayings with rage. To stop your wondering now I will say that kmet doesn’t mean mayor – it means village person; “prosim” is “you are welcome”, not bagging, and “pozor” means “dangerous” – not shame; “prostovolka” doesn’t mean “lout”, it is volunteer. 

You are going to the shop with the bike, first of all the bike alleys are everywhere and cycling is a pleasure, not survival, nobody whistle to you to tell you to get out of the way, or to share their admiration of your ass. You arrive in the shop and what to see, everything is much more expensive than in Bulgaria. The moment, when you stop comparing lev with euro you will settle down nice and happy life. There is no fresh dill, if the purpose of your life is to make “Tarator”, you have to accept the dry one and so spend some days until you find it (not used here). The parsley they sell it per kilogram, while in Albanian shop probably will be for free. What also makes you speechless at the supermarket is the attitude of the staff. They say hello and goodbye without pain in the eyes like the bulgarian shop assistants and even look at your eyes, when they are talking to you. In Škofja Loka there are no 24 hour shops, even no shops, which work after 21:00. Suck it up and bye your beer and wine in advance. It is important to predict your Sunday hangover and take good care of it. On Sunday, most stores do not work, your last chance is Hoffer, which works till 15:00 but already at 13:00 you can`t find fruits /vegetables anymore.

If you decide to do sports you will have culture shock again – the prices are around 50 euros, it will be smart to find vent in sport with KŠŠ. 

Slovenia is a country where if living in the countryside doesn‘t mean that you are misery or crippled regarding cultural events. All parts of the city are clean and tidy, every hill has a church / chapel, roads are not dotted with gravestones. It is almost impossible to see an abandoned house or decaying buildings. In every village there is an active student club. Their rivers are blue and transparent even in the cities. If you love nature, once you get used to the clean nature in Slovenia you will hardly want it to go back to Bulgaria. 

Tradition that will shock you is how to become Slovene: you must climb Triglav (2864 m) and some Slovene should spank your bottom with a safety rope (see youtube – “Green heART in Škofja Loka 2012”). It is interesting how many Slovenes never reach the pick, but the truth is that Triglav is really very difficult to reach, even Musala which is higher than Triglav is like walk when you compare it with the Slovenian monster. It would be good to get used to the language association for Bulgaria – when they understand that you are coming from Bulgaria inevitably comes the conclusion: "So you speak Serbo-Croatian?". After that they will explain you that they or one of their friends have been to Sunny Beach or to Sofia, but the worst and the most hard for accepting is when they associate you with Azis and Preslava and start to sing their songs…

Garbage
Slovenes seperate their garbage. This is so cool, good for environment. In Turkey, some good municipalities try to regulate seperation system. Slowly slowly it will go I think. 

Religion
Turks: mostly muslim. Slovenes: mostly catholic. For me, religion is religion. They are all for same purpose. 

Nature
I was thinking that we have some forests in Turkey. After I lived in Slovenia for a while, I understood that we have trees, but they have FOREST! I haven’t seen this much green before. Slovenes must be proud of that beautiful nature. But at the same time Turkey has a long beautiful seaside and i feel lucky about this. 

Education
Slovenes have very good langauge education. From secondary school they speak very well and fluently English. We start to learn English from elementary school. But still a lot of youngsters can not speak wery well. If they can travel morea to abroad, I am sure that they can be better.

Drinks
Turkey has ‘rakı’ as a traditional drink, Slovenia has Borovnicevec. The both I like. But the situation that I don’t like is, our very high taxes on alcohol. It looks like Turkey government doesn’t want that people to be happy. Totally not fair! That’s why during time which I spent in Slovenia I was lucky to be able to drink cheaper. 

Transport between cities
In Turkey we have high quality bus companies and they are in competition. That’s why you can find a bus easily to any city, any time for a cheap price. When I came to Slovenia I was wondering: Do they sleep siesta? Now I know the answer: NO. This was the first cultural shock for me. They usually have lunch at 12. In Spain, at this time, we are thinking what we are going to eat, and maybe starting to cook.  Slovenian shops are usually close from 12 till 14:00, in Spain from 14:00 till 16:00 (one hour for lunch and forty minutes for siesta). They wake up at 6 more or less, at this time in Spain even streets are still sleeping, and of course there is nobody out of the bed.

Sometimes you are walking on the street and one child, who you don´t know, say to you “Zdravo”. That´s nice!!!!! Children are so polite.  If we talk about nature, I just can say: Slovenia is a country inside of a enormous forest. Everywhere full of trees, grass, rivers, lakes….. for me that is amazing. The most of the population in Slovenia speak good english, but when they realise that I´m spanish they tell me “Buongiorno!” Come ooooooooon!! That´s italian!! But anyway is funny for me. Here I´m getting used to drink beers of half liter. In Spain we have 25cl or 33cl. Does it mean that I will be alcoholic when I´ll come back to my country? I hope no!  In Spain we have easy sounds: V and B is totally the same sound, LL and Y also the same….. but they have this letters: č, ž, Š. Noooooooooooooo. I hate this sounds. We can´t pronunciate it! But they can not say my family name: Garcia. They say Garsia, and for me is really funny to heard it.

In Spain if you want to travell on weekend is so easy, there buses to everywhere and all the time. Here on Sunday bus stations are like a herd of busses sleeping in Winter. But it is true that they have prevoz, this website for sharing cars which is really usefull.

Other thing which was really shocking for me was see bikes park on the street whitout any lock!!! Come on, in Spain if you leave your bike alone it will disapear in half a second!! I like a lot this safety which Slovenia has.

Slovenians have European houses, Balkan souls and Heaven nature. They like to drink, don't like to dance, like festivals, the nature, they are proud with their country and just don't like the politics.
They have this little traditions to go 43 km in the night by foot  just to repeat the trip of their partizans, or to joke that who’s never been on Triglav (2864 m) is not Slovenian, and when they go there they have to be spank it with the rope (it is necessary to have it on some mountains) from someone, who was already there.
Slovenians really rare invites you in their home, or if they do it you have to put on your feet copati – slippers. This is nothing personal, this is just habit from ages. Never call the slovenians „Balkans“ – they dont like to be associate with this region and manthality, but they adore čevapčiči, burek, kebab and trumpets.
The people which emigrate to Slovenia the most are Bosnians. There appear and people from all Europe too, but when you gather them they are still not so much like the bosnians. 
Slovenia is on the second place of short seaside, just Bosnia is before them with their 30 km seaside, following than 47 km – Slovenia. However in this small distance they have industrial city – Izola, old city – Piran, fancy city – Portorož and wild places – Debeli Rtič, Ankaran...
Slovenia has lots of quirky food festivals. For example, there is a Salt Maker’s Festival. There is a Cabbage Festival. There is a Bean Day. There is a Potato Festival. There is a Sausage festival (Kranj). And there is a Chestnut day and a lot of chestnuts picnics all the autumn. And I haven’t even mentioned the wine festivals – of which there are many. 
Slovenes are scared the most from …. ticks (klopi). They are so small, but bring you a lot of diseases. (Ticks kill more people in Slovenia than any other animal...)
Every first Saturday of the month you will hear fire sirens at noon. Don’t run, this is just for practice. 
From the sweet dishes which are unique in Slovenia on first place I can put potica (cake with wallnuts), gibanica (cake with 4 kinds of stuffing), form the alcoholic drinks – medica, klošter, šnops, borovničke. 
The language is scary - you get used with č, š and ž, but the grammar kills you. And one more minus for them – they don’t like vowels, to read is hard because you don’t have breath from so much pščnc… The longest word without vowels is VZBRST – bloom. Instead of v they pronounced it u, doesn't have rulles for it, so you have to listen a lot and to repeat to start to pronounce the words in the correct way. 
Slovenian celebratings days are a lot, but the most unique is St. Miklavž – 6th December - the people put masks and costumes and scare the children (after that they give them presents). Even in some families this celebrate is more important than Christmas or New Year eve. Be prepared for a lot of sweets in this day. Another important dates are: 
· Dan reformacije – 31. October
· Kulturni praznik (celebration of culture) – Prešeren Day – 8. Feb 
· Resistance day – 27. April 
· Labour day – 1st and 2nd May 
· Nation day – 25. June 
· Ascension day (Assumption of Mary) – 15. August 
· All saints day – 1. November (also called »dan mrtvih« : the day of the dead )
· Independence day – 26. December
Funny expressions when you are angry of something are: 
· Tristo kosmatih – three hundred hairy ones  
· Krščen matiček 
· Jebelacesta – a white road (actually: the original meaning would be more like »f***ing road )
· Križana gora – crucified hill  
· Prmejduš – by my soul 
· Sranje – shit 
· If someone is angry of person you can hear: Kura Osel Pejte se solit – go salt yourself.
The best music festivals in Slovenia are in the summer time near to the rivers Soča, Kolpa, Sora.... Schengen Fest is one of the best in Slovenia. its about 5,6 years old at Kolpa river, around 5000 or more people, usually there plays some world known band, yugo rock bands, and some slovenian. There has and also electronic stage with good DJs. The other big rock festival was rock otočec, but not anymore. Last year they changed the place to be in Ljubljana, not at the river and people didn’t except well that change. But before years this festival was one of the most loved and very idilic one. Another one is Soca Reggae Riversplash Festival, metalcamp at soča river, Hysteria…
Slovenia is small country, but with rich music heritage: Melodrom, Vlado Kreslin, Severa gjurin, Terrafolk, Katalena, Brina, Move Knowlegment, Slon in Sadez, Iztok Mlakar, Tomaz Pengov, Mi 2, Elvis Jackson, Big Foot Mama, Siddharta, Laibach, N'toko, Klemen Klemen, Dan D, Magnifico, Alien, Neca Falk, Ana Pupedan, Bele Vrane, Pankrti, Videosex, Psyho path. If you spend your evenings in Ostriga you will start to know almost all of them. 
The most beautiful places you can find in all guides or internet. Actually all Slovenia is so beautiful, but that’s why this places are really touristic nowadays, so if you look for some noncommercial spots here are some of them: Slovenska Istria, Rakov škocjan, Kobarid, Ptuj, Kolpa river, Forma viva (Izola), Dolžanova soteska, Dragonja river.
The movie production is not so big, but still they have some nice movies: Ne joči Peter , Jebi ga, Kekec, v leru, Barabe, Petelinji zajtrk, Poletje v skoljki, Tu pa tam, Arche, Izlet, Morena, Gremo mi po svoje (1 and 2), Piran Pirano, Moj ata socialistični kulak. 
Before 2009 in Slovenia was rare to emigrate, but nowadays because of the deteriorating relationships, economic, not good university (or not enought), but mostly because Slovenes don’t have enough job they start to look for solvation outside the country. The youth have to work some hard, unqualified work, or to work like trainee a half an year for less money and with hope after it the employers to hire them. 
The expressions which you will hear a lot from Slovenes are: Svašta (what ever, ….); A res (Really), Takle mamo (the way it is) , A daj noo (Come on, …..), Kvaj zdej; Ja valda…
Walking in Ljubljana you will be surprised to see on some places sneackers hanging from rope. This tradition they follow from more than 10 years, but they don’t know exactly why they have it. Some guess in that this is to leave memory of yourself, to show drug selling spot (so stuped if it is true), or artistic project. 
The most practised sport in Slovenia are Basketball, skiing, hiking, running, climbing, they are the best in handball and they are really attracted of all kind of European cups, Olympic Games and World championships, because although they are not big country they have a lot of champions in the different disciplines. The most loved sport person is Tina Maze, everybody know her and talk for her with big shinning eyes. 
Radiostation which they like are radio Student, Antena, RSI; the most usefull webpage are http://www.rtvslo.si, https://prevoz.org (travel by car sharing the money for the petrol), https://najdi.si (finding addresses and sending free messages). 
If you ask them are they Party animals of careerist be prepared for long silence. Actually they are really in their work in the day, but the evenings they like to enjoy of the life. The same tišina (silence) you will receive if you ask them are they Europeans or Balkans. Mostly the answers are that they are Europeans, but may be because of all of this bosnians, serbs and another emigrates from the Balkans they start to have a lot of common with the Balkan culture and habits and to love it. 
The most popular wine are Refošk and Cviček, but they have and malvazija, teran, merlot. The good regions for production of wine are Primorska (for red wine), Dolenska (cvicek), Kras.

Better to like and respect the previous EVS-es, they will all come back and sleep on your sofa and the locals will talk a lot for them – good and bad, but mostly funny stuff. 

If you don’t have laptop you will socialize better, especially if you are going to use internet at KSS. The crew there is cool and funny and soon will except you in their circle. 

Make personal project – it will makes you feel that you work for yourself, no for someone else. 

When you will come back in Sunday at midnight from somewhere you will feel like in horror movie – no people on the streets, no light from the windows – better to get use soon, this is Škofja Loka. 

If you feel strange because of the differences it is good to hear Michael Manske – radio host, who is coming from USA and in really funny way explain the culture shock which you will feel soon. 

If you can’t remember Slovenian names like Tjaša, Špela, Nuša, Andraž and Tadej just call them ‘Slovenia’. The only way to manage with this names is to add them in Facebook and slowly, slowly they to come in your memory. 

In Škofja Loka some people are really attracted from the foreigners and from the new people. They will call you every day till the moment, when some new EVS will appear.

The first time you step in Atelje, you might be surprised by different things. One is the caracteristic smell of the place. And this despite the fact that every coordinator starts his or herfonction with a big cleaning action, and that this happens about once every two months. Then, you will discover a diverstiy of art pieces and stuff that somehow ended up piled up there somehow. Someone who they could count on. So I was following them all the time asking stupid questions, asking if they wanted to play this or making that or whatever. I spent so much energy. Later I could realize that they only want to hang around with their friends, chat and be relaxed. I give them their time for that, and when they want to do something they just come.

Sport je zakon

Škofja loka is not so big, but the good point is that is near to Kranj and Ljubljana, so if you can’t find your favourite sport here, you can always go in the big cities just for 20-30 minutes. 

Table tennis  –  at  2013 year this sport improved a lot. In Poden Sport center has a lot of tables, which you can use for free in 3 days in the week. The trainer is old and funny, the surrounded is little children and maniacs of tennis and if you are good enough sometimes you train with them. Another option is Ostriga – always open and almost all the time there has people to play with. It is with roof, it is warm, there has bar – the perfect place. Third option is Loški Pub – 2 tables, but outside. If you smile enough charming you can play all the time, even without to order nothing.

With KŠŠ members is funny to train, they have different occupations almost every month. Beach volleyball has in the summer two evenings for two hours in the week. The KSS crew are professionals, but even you are not king of the volleyball it is pleasure to play with them. One friend ones said, that this is the most polite volleyball in his life – every time when the team win a point they give you 5.  
KSS organise bowling events, badminton, trampoline and ets. 

For fans of martial arts is a bit complicate, because the trainings are really expensive and there has just karate, aikido, tai chi and kick box. The first time, when you have to pay for kick box you are sad, because is too expensive for volunteer salary, but after 2-3 times you start to realise, that this is good investition. The trainer is one of the best boxer/kick boxers in Slovenia and don't teach you by punishments or threats, but with good example. He is so inspire and cheery person, that this starts to be your favour recreation. 

If you want to dance you are in the right place - there has a lot of opportunities to do it: Medieval dances, Macedonian dances in Kranj, Folklor dances in Podlubnik place. In Trata has big building - Ritmoloko, where you can dance almost everything what you can imagine; There has ballet, pilon dances, zumba, hip hop, joga, kombo... There is an association in Škofja Loka where a group of people have been dancing medieval dances about 8 years - Kulturno društvo Lonca (http://www.lonca.si/). New people, who are interested in this kind of dances, are very welcomed to join Lonca. Classes take place in dance-hall at Mestni trg. and last for 1h30 once per week. I've attended classes for 9 months, for this time I learnt a few nice dances of XVI - XIX centuries and did a few performances with a group in Karlovac (Croatia), Bled (http://feelslovenija.com/dancing-bled/), Škofja Loka and Tabor (Czech Republic).

If you are attracted by climbing there has two spots - Poden place and Plezalni klub Škofja Loka, this is one of the most spread sports in the city. The king of the climbing is Anja Erzen, don't be shame to ask her for everything what you need to know.

This is the perfect place to ride a bike, to practise hiking and to swim in the rivers. There has 2 rivers with good places for jumping or just relaxing in the water. 

There has too much good destination which you can reach with bike: Zbilje (near to Medvode), Kranj, Ljubljana, Preddvor, Bled lake, Cerkno (steeply ones).

For basketball you can choose between Pustal stadium, Poden stadium, the park near to ostriga, Trata…

Running is the best to do it in the wood above the castle, or in Poden/Pustal stadium or in the wood in direction “castel”.

Inside has historical books, which are not so attractive for the volunteers, which doesnt know slovenian language and the walls are full with pictures from Skofja Loka before 60 years. The perfect place to go before party in friday night, if you have Tina Vatic in your company the free shot is sure...


Klementine

Klementine - a few kilometers in Lipica direction, by cycling it can be reached in 10 minutes. Disadvantage - working after 12 a.m. , so it is suitable for coffee only in the afternoon. The good thing is that it can be combined with cycling and after coffee/lunch you can go back in Loka taking the other way throw Lipica. Clementine is the only place whose view is only meadows and mountains. Outside has big  terrace in shape of circle and inside has a huge rooms in different styles, some of them for to eating, another ones with  big comfortable chairs just for  drinking wine, third ones with entertainment for children. They offer great tasty pizzas, competing with those from Jesharna, good coffee, huge salads and the waiter could spend hours explaining the smallest details of their meals in English. There you can see mostly couples, families and tourists.


Gostilna pri Boštjanu

[image: ]The place which I discovered late, but still on time to become one of my favorite places to eat is Gostilna pri Boštjanu in Križna Gora. If you start from the centre of Škofja Loka to the top, which is 700 meters you need just than an hour to reach it. The road passes through Stara Loka, then steeply up through the woods, than you appear on a pretty field follow than the church, and after it you come to this restaurant. If you sit outside you have view to Škofja Loca. If you go there in the winter the best place to seat is near to the fireplace, which is always with ideal temperature - not get burned and enough warm to unfreeze you. There they offer their famous soup with mushrooms, whose they picked by themselves from this area. Also beloved dish is a large plate with different kinds of meat and vegetables for 10 euros. Very popular in Slovenia are garlic and pumpkin soups, here bostanju Guest worthy be represented by them too. Together with the soup they always wear a homemade bread, “Klementina” have the same tradition. The restaurant is closed on Monday and Tuesday.


Kavarna Vahtnca

[image: ]Vahtnca - the most beautiful terrace in Skofja loka. Extras are also the camera, which overlooks the square, so you can follow what is happen outside,  if the person for who you are  waiting for is coming, if your bike is safe, or simply watching the square if you're bored till you drink your coffee. Also is one of the best places to follow the festival, which takes place outside on the square. The coffee is not great, but the white chocolate ice cream is favourite of the locals. Impressive also is the furniture - a grand chandelier in the shape of a spider and a wooden wall with great color . It consists of 3 rooms: tables located on the square, inside which is a unique and garden, where you go when you're looking calm and beautiful scenery. The garden is on 3 levels, on the walls slide ivy and on the right wall is sun clock. The name is associated with the burning of the town in the past.


Homan

[image: ]Homan - the building is one of the oldest in the city and the place impresses with his authenticity. The owners have been repaired the place a lot of times, but the smell of the cafe is so strong, that a connoisseur of the café will find his place here. The drawings and the cladding show you, that it is an old place with  strong traditions and there a lot of  important conversations were conducted in it. Most beloved things is latte macchiato and ice cream, but for latte macchiato say in advance that you want in separate glasses.. They have great sweets, from mild to very severe and chocolate . Best of all there is a huge lime tree outside, which is a joke, you order only hot water and lime falls itself into the tea. There go all kinds of people, tourists, local mothers with children, because site and become climbing for children, artists, young people who just want to read the newspaper in peace or big companies. This is favourite place to drink cafe from the volunteers because it is just below the apartments and even go alone pass any friends who you can invite to join you.


Loški pub
